1st Annual Video Competition

Indiana Afterschool Network (IAN) in partnership with the Indiana Department of Education 21st Century Community Learning Centers is seeking youth-produced video submissions answering the question, “How has afterschool and/or summer programming changed my life?”  

Entries from Indiana youth (ages 20 and younger) will be selected for recognition at the 2nd Annual Indiana Summit on Out of School Learning, March 12-13, 2012 in Indianapolis.  
2012 Rules and Guidelines 
1. The contest is open to all youth (ages 20 and younger) from anywhere in Indiana.  Both group and individual entries will be considered.
2. Video winners will include elementary, middle and high school participants.
3. All submissions must address the question, “How has afterschool and/or summer programming changed my life?”
4. All entries must be 90 seconds or less.
5. Primary roles including writing, directing, speaking, and editing must be completed by youth wherever possible.
6. All music and image copyright, actor, and location releases must be submitted with each entry.
7. Entries must be submitted in one of the following YouTube compatible digital formats on either CD or DVD:
· WebM files - Vp8 video codec and Vorbis Audio codecs
· MPEG4, 3GPP and MOV files - Typically supporting h264, mpeg4 video codecs, and AAC audio codec
· AVI - Many cameras output this format - typically the video codec is MJPEG and audio is PCM
· MPEGPS - Typically supporting MPEG2 video codec and MP2 audio
· WMV
· FLV - Adobe-FLV1 video codec, MP3 audio
8. Entry deadline is 12:00 noon, February 1, 2012
Video Jury
A panel of the Summit Planning Committee and other Indiana community leaders will evaluate each video on the following three criteria:

1. Response to the question, “Does the video address the life-changing power of afterschool and/or summer programs?” (50%)
2. Technicality-sound quality, image quality, editing, etc. (35%)
3. Originality/Creativity-Is the video creative or unique? (15%)
Awards

The top five (5) winning submissions will be played during a general keynote session at the 2012 Indiana Summit on Out of School Learning.  Each winning submission will receive a Flip Video MinoHD 4 GB 1-hour high-definition video camera.  Awards will be given to the lead name listed on the entry form.   Each entry will be recognized by name and program at the Summit.
